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COLUMBIA, S.C. — The capital punishment sentence of Brad Keith Sigmon was carried out
tonight, pursuant to the order of the S.C. Supreme Court and in accordance with state law.

The execution was performed by a three-person firing squad at 6:05 p.m. He was pronounced
dead by a physician at 6:08 p.m.

Sigmon, 67, was sentenced to death in 2002 for murder and burglary in the deaths of David and
Gladys Larke. Sigmon used a baseball bat to beat the Larkes to death in their Greenville County
home on April 27, 2001.

Sigmon’s last statement was read to witnesses by his attorney and is attached.

Witnesses to the execution included:
e Three members of the Larke family,
e A representative from the prosecuting solicitor’s office,
e Arepresentative from the Greenville Sheriff’s Department,
e Sigmon’s attorney,
e Sigmon’s spiritual advisor,
e And three members of the news media.

Sigmon’s specially requested meal was four pieces of fried chicken, green beans, mashed
potatoes with gravy, biscuits, cheesecake and sweet tea. It was served Wednesday evening.
